NATIONAL

1) India's first dark sky reserve at Hanle

- Department of Science & Technology has announced setting up of India's first
dark sky reserve at Hanle in Ladakh as a part of Changthang Wildlife Sanctuary.
- It will promote astronomy-tourism.

- It will be one of the world's highest-located sites for optical, infra-red, and
gamma-ray telescopes.

2) Lumpi-ProVaclnd vaccine

- Indian Council of Agricultural Research (ICAR) aims to commercially launch

its indigenously-developed Lumpi-ProVacInd vaccine against Lumpy Skin Disease
virus.

- Vaccine has been jointly developed by ICAR's National Research Centre on

Equines (NRCE) at Hisar, Haryana and Indian Veterinary Research Institute
(IVRI) at Izatnagar, Uttar Pradesh.

3) 5G technology

- Reliance announced it will be deploying Standalone 5G in the country.
