1) Egypt’s President Abdel Fattah al-Sisi 
• Egypt’s President Abdel Fattah al-Sisi has clinched a third term, garnering 89.6% of 

the vote in the nation’s latest election.
• Despite economic hardships and regional tensions, Sisi’s victory was anticipated, 

given the limited opposition.

2) China have lost their lives in the country’s
• At least 118 people in north-west China have lost their lives in the country’s deadliest 

earthquake in 13 years. 
• The 6.2 magnitude quake struck the mountainous Gansu province around midnight 

on Monday, also affecting the neighboring Qinghai province.
