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INTERNATIONAL 
1) ‘Multidimensional Poverty Index 
A new analysis on global multidimensional poverty namely “Multidimensional Poverty Index” 
2021 was released which is produced by the United Nations Development Programme and the 
Oxford Poverty and Human Development Initiative. As per the report, 5 out of 6 
multidimensional poor people are from lower tribes or castes.

NATIONAL 
1) India, Croatia collaborate to improve the traditional medicine system
India’s All India Institute of Ayurveda under Ministry of Ayush and Croatia’s Kvarner Health 
Tourism Cluster entered into a memorandum of understanding for academic collaboration in 
traditional medicine systems, especially in the field of ayurveda. The collaboration with Croatia 
is a significant step towards bolstering India’s ties with other countries and promoting academic 
research.

2) River ranching programme
Union Minister for Fisheries Parshottam Rupala launched a nationwide, river ranching 
programme in Uttar Pradesh as part of the government’s efforts to boost fish production in the 
country. The programme was introduced as a special activity under PMMSY (Pradhan Mantri 
Matsya Sampada Yojana) for augmenting and enhancing the fish production.

& Kanyakumari Clove were awarded with Geographical Indication tags. 
— Karuppur Kalamkari paintings – They are Traditional dyed paintings.
— Kallakurichi Wood carvings – Traditional wood carvings that are indigenous art of Madurai.
— Kanyakumari Clove – Known for its rich aromatic oil content, with volatile oil content of 
21% (normal 18%) resulting in 86% of eugenol.
