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INTERNATIONAL 
1) Nuclear Powered Submarine defence alliance
Australia officially became a part of the new Nuclear Powered Submarine defence alliance with 
the United Kingdom and the United States after signing a deal with the countries in Canberra, 
Australia. Under the AUKUS deal, Australia will be provided with 8 nuclear-powered 
submarines capable of stealthy and long-range missions.

NATIONAL 
1)  ‘Rani Gaidinliu Tribal Freedom Fighters Museum’
Union Home Minister, Amit Shah laid the foundation for ‘Rani Gaidinliu Tribal Freedom 
Fighters Museum’ in Manipur, through video conferencing. The museum will be set up at 
Luangkao village in the Tamenglong district of Manipur, which is the birthplace of freedom 
fighter Rani Gaidinliu. 

BUSINESS AND ECONOMY 
1) EAC-PM members projected India’s real GDP to 7-7.5
The meeting of the Economic Advisory Council to the Prime Minister members was held in New 
Delhi. EAC-PM members projected India’s real Gross Domestic Product (GDP) to 7-7.5% and a 
nominal rate of growth of more than 11% in FY23. 

2) Macro Outlook 2022
