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NATIONAL 
1) “Waste to Wealth” 
The government of India has launched a web portal called “Waste to Wealth” to enhance 
cooperation for sustainable development through economy and community participation. The 
web portal will bring together technology providers, government stakeholders and urban local 
bodies to find solutions to India’s waste problems, mainly plastic waste.

2) “Mitra Shakti-21” 
The 8th edition of the India – Sri Lanka bilateral joint Exercise “Mitra Shakti-21” is scheduled 
to take place at Combat Training School, Ampara in Sri Lanka from October 4 to 15, 2021. The 
aim of the exercise is to enhance interoperability and sharing best practices in counter-
insurgency and counter-terrorism operations.
