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NATIONAL
1) National Logistics index
The Logistics Ease Across Different States 2021 Index was published by the Ministry of 
Commerce & Industry. This is the 3rd edition of Index. In the index, Gujarat, Haryana and 
Punjab were emerged as best performing states with respect to mobility of goods and efficiency 
of logistics chain. This index provide ranking to states on the basis of logistics infrastructure.

2) UNESCO creative cities network 
Srinagar is among the 49 cities selected worldwide to join the UNESCO creative cities network 
(UCCN). Prime Minister Narendra Modi hailed the inclusion as a “fitting recognition” for the 
vibrant cultural ethos of the old city. It has been designated as a creative city of craft and folk 
arts, UNESCO.

3) Karnataka Digital Economy Mission

1) Padma Vibhushan
